• Each team will have a maximum of 6 minutes to present their 

project to a panel of three members 
• If a team exceeded the time allotment for the presentation, each 

minute is subjected to 1 point deduction from the final weighted 
score of the team. 

• After the presentation, each panel will be given 2 minutes to ask 
questions to clarify the ideas of the proponent and give feedback on 
the strengths and areas of improvement of the proposal. 

• After the presentations, the panels will deliberate on the BEST 
PROJECT PROPOSAL. 

• Once the decision has been made and announced, it can no longer 
be revoked. 

CRITERIA FOR JUDGING 

RELEVANCE TO COMMUNITY ISSUES - 30% 

The proposed project address the needs and problems of the target 
community. 

PROJECT MILESTONE AND IMPLEMENTATION STRATEGY - 30% 

The project demonstrates a logical and sound planning process clearly 
showing the activities before, during, and after the events along with the 
target dates and person in charge. 

INNOVATION AND SUSTAINABILITY- 25% 

The project presented is innovative and sustainable in the long term.
