6 	Shortlisted applicants not residing in Singapore will be required to complete a health 
declaration and undergo a medical examination in their home countries as part of the 
application process. The necessary forms and details will be provided to them in due course. 

7 	Course participants are expected to arrive in Singapore one day before the course starts 
and depart the day after it ends. However, due to flight availability, there may be instances 
where scholars need to arrive earlier or depart later. Where such a case presents itself, we 
will inform the scholar of the arrangement. We seek your assistance in releasing the scholars 
from their work commitments to ensure they arrive for the course on time. 

8 	The MTESOL course includes an Orientation programme prior to the start of the course.
