Neuroscience reveals that learning thrives in a safe and connected environment.
When children feel valued and seen by a trusted adult, the brain’s prefrontal regions
activate for attention and memory; when they feel fear or shame, stress hormones
block those same pathways.

The teacher-learner relationship is thus not sentiment; it is science. It is evidence-
based nation-building through neuroscience, safety, and love. Making schools
second homes is how we grow healthy brains and responsible citizens.



Evidence from global and Philippine studies supports this foundation:

1

Bullying depresses achievement. In PISA 2018 and 2022, Filipino students
reported some of the world’s highest bullying exposure—about 65% in 2018
and roughly one-third in 2022 said they were bullied several times a month.
Students who experience bullying score markedly lower and disengage
academically.

Violence and trauma impair learning. The National Baseline Study on
Violence Against Children (NBS-VAC) found that nearly 80% of Filipino children
endure at least one form of violence, with direct links to anxiety, absenteeism,
and poor academic performance.

Online harm is widespread. Cyber-violence affects around 44% of Filipino
children aged 13-17 and is associated with anxiety, lost concentration, and
missed school days.

. Self-worth predicts performance. Longitudinal meta-analyses show that

students’ self-concepts and self-beliefs predict later achievement, confirming
that confidence and belonging accelerate mastery.

Teacher relationships matter. International research demonstrates that warm,
structured, and caring teacher-student relationships significantly boost
motivation, learning outcomes, and socio-emotional health.

Supportive teachers buffer harm. In environments with high peer victimization,
caring teachers mitigate the negative effects of bullying, sustain
engagement, and help learners remain hopeful about their future.

PBCWMH translates this evidence into a simple, culturally resonant program where
teachers publicly model care, students feel seen and valued, and schools
strengthen the climate that supports both learning today and futures tomorrow.

The PBCWMH initiative aims to:

. Affirm the heart of teaching by honoring the caring, protective role of

teachers in learners’ lives.

Strengthen learners’ sense of self-worth and safety through positive, rights-
respecting messages.

Encourage schools to live their role as “second homes” where kindness,
respect, and protection are practiced daily.

Provide a simple, unifying national activity that highlights caring teacher—
student relationships and safe, nurturing school environments.

Support efforts to reduce bullying, violence, and emotional harm in schools
through a values- and science-based approach.

If schools publicly model student worth and caring adult protection through a shared
creative act that is safe, joyful, and rights-respecting, then:

learners experience cues of belonging and safety,
teachers receive recognition and "“scripts” for gentle, consistent care, and
communities see and normalize respectful, trust-based interactions.



Therefore, bullying and related harms are countered by a stronger classroom
climate, improving engagement and readiness to learn. When this is followed by
school-wide practice (Pillar 2), the message of self-worth and protection moves from
a single event into the everyday “culture” of the school.

Pillar 1 - Teacher-Student Duet Challenge

Pillar 1 focuses on the performance of the Teacher-Student version of “Please Be
Careful With My Heart.”

« A Teacher-Student pair from each participating public K-12 school performs
the official Teacher-Student version of the song.

« The duet presents the song as a rights-respecting dialogue: the child as loved,
precious, and worthy of care; the teacher as a gentle, trustworthy protector
and guide.

« School, division, and regional screenings lead to a National Showcase on 28
February 2026, where selected duets are featured and honored.

« The contest ensures basic fairness and inclusion: entries must be recorded
and rendered by the school community, not professionally outsourced.

« This pillar highlights the life-shaping bond between teacher and learner and
reminds the nation that every child’s heart is sacred.

Pillar 2 - Schools as Second Homes Showcase Contest
(PBCWMH as School-Wide Practice)
Pillar 2 turns PBRCWMH into a school-wide practice, not just a one-time performance.

Over a defined period, schools are invited to imbibe and embed PBCWMH in their
daily routines, systems, and school culture—treating it as part of the “DNA” of the
school as a Second Home and teachers as Second Parents. This will also be run as a
showcase contest, with recognition for schools that demonstrate sustained,
concrete practice.

Participating schools will document actions, steps, and initiatives such as:

» daily greetings and language that convey care, respect, and self-worth;

o visible reminders—posters, bulletin boards, classroom visuals—that carry key
PBCWMH messages;

« homeroom or guidance activities on anti-bullying, non-violence, and self-
worth;

(Pillar 2: PBCWMH as Daily Practice)

Part Il of the PBCWMH program will also be a contest in the sense that school will
receive a Role Model Citation. Over and above the recognition, schools, its head
and all its stakeholders must focus of the life-changing and uplifting benefits this
brings to the school community and country.

While Pillar 1 focuses on the duet performance, Pillar 2 invites schools to imbibe and
embed PBCWMH as a living practice in their daily life as a Second Home, with
teachers as Second Parents.

Over a set period, schools will be encouraged to:

e adopt simple, caring routines (daily greetings, affirmations, and reminders)
that reflect the message of PBCWMH;

e place visible reminders around the campus (posters, bulletin boards, corner
displays) that highlight kindness, anti-bullying, non-violence, and learner self-
worth;

e organize class, homeroom, or guidance activities where teachers and
students talk about what it means for the school to be a Second Home and
for teachers to be Second Parents; and

e« gather short videos or written reflections where teachers, students, and
parents describe the impact of PBCWMH on their school climate.

Schools will later be invited to submit a simple documentation package (e.g.,
selected photos, short video clips or links, and a brief narrative report) as their entry
to the Pillar 2 contest. Detailed mechanics, templates, and timelines for
additional program components will be issued through DepEd channels and
posted on the official “I AM S.A.M. Foundation” Facebook page.

Experience has shown that even strong education initiatives can sometimes remain
one-time activities unless they are intentionally imbibed and embedded into the
very “DNA" of school life. Pillar 2 is our joint and collective response: a practical,
school-owned way to weave PBCWMH into daily routines and relationships, and to
deepen efforts against bullying, violence in schools, and low self-worth, so that
learners can feel safer, learn better, and build stronger futures.
