DISSEMINATION OF EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 03: “PROVIDING FOR AMENDMENTS
TO EO NO. 22, S. 2022-B, AND EO NO. 22, S. 2017, ON THE RECONSTITUTION OF
THE INFRASTRUCTURE AUDIT TEAM OF THE MUNTINLUPA CITY,

ITS RECOMPOSITION AND FUNCTION

1. Thisis to inform all public elementary and secondary schools of the Schools Division
Office (SDO) of Muntinlupa City regarding the issuance of Executive Order No. 03, series
of 2026, by the City Government of Muntinlupa. This order provides for the reconstitution
and recomposition of the Infrastructure Audit Team (IAT) of the City of Muntinlupa.

2. The primary objective of the IAT is to conduct a comprehensive assessment of priority
local government-owned (LGU) and lifeline vertical infrastructure within the city. This
program aims to ensure that the structural integrity of public infrastructure is maintained
through planning and risk-informed actions.

3. Pursuant to Section 2 of the City Executive Order, the functions of the IAT include,
but are not limited to:
e Ensuring the conduct of regular infrastructure audits and assessing the resilience
of vital infrastructure.
e Implementing the IA Program through baseline data gathering, implementation
structure, and capacity development.
e Conducting risk assessments and action planning based on audit results to
facilitate the integration of disaster risk reduction measures.

4. For the guidance of all school heads, the Executive Order mandates that Public
Schools shall undergo a regular infrastructure audit every three (3) years.

5. In the event of a major earthquake, the City Government shall conduct an immediate
assessment to comply with Republic Act No. 10121 on disaster response.

6. All school heads are expected to provide the necessary cooperation and access to the
IAT and its Secretariat during the conduct of these audits to ensure the safety and
resilience of our educational facilities.

EXECUTIVE ORDER No. 03

PROVIDING FOR AMENDMENTS TO EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 22, SERIES OF 2022-B,
AND EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 22, SERIES OF 2017,
ON THE RECONSTITUTION OF THE
INFRASTRUCTURE AUDIT TEAM OF THE CITY OF MUNTINLUPA,
ITS RECOMPOSITION AND FUNCTIONS

WHEREAS, the Department of Interior and Local Government (DILG) issued Memorandum
Circular No. 2025-071 on the Policy Guidelines in the Implementation of the Infrastructure
Audit (IA) Program;

WHEREAS, the IA Program seeks to conduct a comprehensive assessment of priority local
government owned (LGU)-owned and lifeline vertical infrastructure within the LGU, the
results of which shall be used in planning risk-informed actions to ensure that the structural
integrity of public infrastructure is maintained;

WHEREAS, the said Memorandum Circular mandates that the LGU shall lead the conduct of
the actual audit of the covered structures and encourages the establishment of an Audit
Team to assist the LGU in the implementation of the IA Program;

WHEREAS, Executive Order No. 22, Series of 2017, provided for the creation of the
Muntinlupa Infrastructure Audit Committee to assess the resiliency of vital infrastructure
owned and operated by the City Government of Muntinlupa (CGM) in preparation for any
disaster;

WHEREAS, subsequent thereto, Executive Order No. 22, Series of 2022-B, was issued
creating the Infrastructure Audit Committee of the City of Muntinlupa;

WHEREAS, there is a need to reorganize and reconstitute the existing Infrastructure Audit
Committee of the City of Muntinlupa to incorporate the guidelines under the above-
mentioned Memorandum Circular;

NOW, THEREFORE, ], Rozzano Rufino B. Biazon, City Mayor of Muntinlupa, by the powers
vested in me by law, do hereby order and decree that:

Section 1. Re-constitution and Re-composition. W\

The Infrastructure Audit Team of the City of Muntinlupa (IAT, for brevity) is hereby re-
constituted and it shall be re-composed of the following individuals, namely:

Membership, among public officials and officers, in the IAT is a function of the respective
offices each member occupies. As such, the resignation, removal, retirement, termination,
transfer, severe incapacity, grave iliness, death, or any other similarly-situated circumstance
of the member shall entitle the successor to assume membership without the need for the
issuance of another instrument or order.

For those from the private sector, in the event of any of the circumstance above-mentioned,
the successor shall be appointed by the City Mayor from a list of names to be prepared and
submitted by the remaining members.

Section 2. Functions of the IAT.
The IAT shall perform the following functions, namely:

(a) Ensure the conduct of regular infrastructure audit in the City of Muntinlupa and
assess the resilience of vital infrastructure;

(b)  Lead the implementation of the IA Program which has four (4) components, namely:
(i) Baseline Data Gathering.

A harmonized IA tool, developed in collaboration with relevant national and
local government agencies and stakeholders, shall be utilized for the assessments.
This tool should have been finalized after incorporating feedback from key partners.
To support comprehensive data collection, DILG will maintain an integrated database
for the IA results;

(i)  Implementation Structure/Mechanism.

This shall be used in the conduct of the actual infrastructure audit of structures
within the jurisdiction, with priority given to LGU-owned and lifeline vertical
structures, after being trained on the use of the harmonized 1A tool to ensure the
continuous provision of basic services and facilities even during calamities and
disasters;

(iii)  Capacity Development.

This component includes the conduct of capacity development activities for
the members of the audit team on IA, with emphasis on how to administer the
harmonized IA tool. Additionally, as part of the training, LGUs and DILG Regional
Offices will undertake action planning to prepare for the implementation of the 1A

Program; and
(iv)  Conduct of Infrastructure Audit and Analysis Results.

The audit team, with support from the Local Infrastructure Learning Hubs
(LILHubs), shall conduct the actual 1A, in collaboration with relevant partner agencies
and institutions, the initial data gathered will be analyzed by the DILG and CGM to
assess the infrastructure concerned. The analyzed data can be used as input in the
conduct of risk assessment and action planning. A feedback mechanism shall be
established for the CGM and partner agencies, and the DILG will develop an initial
policy instrument based on the IA results. The results can be used to prepare
programs, projects and activities related to disaster risk reduction. It can be
considered as input in their Local Risk Reduction and Management Plans (LRRMPs)
to facilitate the integration of disaster risk reduction measures into the Local
Comprehensive Development Plan (CDP) and Comprehensive Land Use Plan (CLUP);

(c) Conduct regular 1A based on the following frequencies, namely:
(i) Every five (5) Years:
Aviation, Barangay Hall/Building, City Hall/Building, Control Towers, Emergency
Command Center, Fire and Police Stations, Power and Communication related
buildings;
(ii)  Every three (3) Years:
Evacuation Centers, Health Facilities, Public Markets, Public Schools, Water Utilities;
(iii)  Every Year:
National or world cultural relics, i.e., churches, museums;

Design consultants may adjust inspection frequencies with proper justification,
taking into account the scale and function of building facilities.

In the event of a major earthquake, the CGM shall conduct an immediate assessment
to comply with the provisions of Republic Act No. 10121 on disaster response;

(d)  Use the harmonized IA Tool in conducting the actual audit;

(e) Submit a copy of the 1A results to the DILG for evaluation;

(f Within a month after the issuance of this Executive Order:
(1) Conduct a prioritization assessment of all CGM-owned vertical infrastructure
and lifeline vertical infrastructure using the harmonized IA Tool Form-Prioritization
of Public Buildings for Inspection and Prepare and Submit a work plan for the 1A

implementation, based on the prioritization assessment to the DILG Provincial Office;

(ii)  Conduct the 1A according to the approved work plan, using the harmonized [A
Tool;

(iii)  Request assistance from the LILHub through the DILG Regional Office (DILG-
R0), if necessary, prior to or during the conduct of the IA;

(iv)  Submit a summary report of the IA to the DILG-RO by the fifth (5*) day of the
succeeding month or the next working day if the same falls on a non-working
day. Reports should be uploaded to their respective folders via the link
provided in the appropriate instrument. The DILG-RO shall evaluate the
results of the IA and recommend actions to be taken by the CGM;

(g) Convene regularly, at least two (2) times a year and as the need arises, to receive and
discuss reports and make recommendations; and

(h)  Perform such other acts necessary to accomplish the above functions or as may be
directed by competent authority.

Section 3. Functions of the City Government of Muntinlupa.
The CGM shall perform the following functions, namely:

(a)  Conduct an inventory of infrastructure within its jurisdiction, with priority given to
real properties it owns and lifeline vertical infrastructure, and gather necessary data
for the prioritization assessment in the IA. The DILG-OPDS shall provide the
necessary inventory templates incorporating data for prioritization;

(b) Provide the necessary financial and logistical support for the IA, including
instruments, apparatus and service vehicles. The Local Disaster Risk Reduction and
Management Fund (LDRRMF), particularly the 70% allocated for pre-disaster
preparedness and risk reduction, may be used for the IA Program’s implementation,
subject to existing applicable budgeting, accounting and auditing laws, rules and
regulations;

© Ensure the conduct of the IA for priority infrastructures in accordance with the
approved work plan and submit summary reports to the DILG Provincial Office;

(d)  Ensure its participation in DILG-led activities such as training activities, forums,
conferences, meetings, among others;

(e)  Ensure the integration of the recommendations forwarded in its programs, projects
and activities (PPAs); and

() Evaluate the IA results and provide recommendations and actions based on the
findings.

Section 4. Secretariat.

The Secretariat shall ably assist the IAT in the discharge of its functions. It shall be composed
of the following individuals, namely:

Section 5. Functions of the Secretariat.
The Secretariat shall particularly perform the following functions, namely:

(a)  Facilitate the conduct of regular and/or special meetings of the IAT;

(b)  Facilitate the conduct of the audit by the IAT using the harmonized IA Tool,
consolidate the same and ensure the timely submission and uploading of the required
reports and work plans to the DILG;

(c) Perform such other tasks as may be directed by the IAT.

Section 6. Funding.

Funds for the implementation of this Executive Order shall be taken from the Local Disaster
Risk Reduction and Management Fund and other allowable and available sources, as may be
properly identified.

Section 7. All previously issued orders inconsistent with any provision found herein shall
be deemed repealed, revoked, or amended accordingly.

Section 8. In the event any provision found herein is judicially decided illegal or
administratively declared infirm, untouched provisions shall continue to be in full force and
effect.

Section 9. This Executive Order shall take effectimmediately upon its signing, and it shall
remain in full force and effect until repealed, revoked, or amended accordingly.
